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I. Thesis proposals shall be reviewed in written form. The academic advisor shall recommend one to two qualified internal or external reviewers who meet the eligibility requirements for serving as members of a master’s thesis examination committee.

II. After a graduate student submits an application for thesis proposal review, the Academic Committee of the Master’s Program shall first review the proposal to ensure the appropriateness of the topic and compliance with academic ethics. Upon approval, the case shall be submitted to the Office of Academic Affairs for record-keeping. The advisor shall then recommend one to two qualified internal or external reviewers who meet the eligibility requirements for master’s thesis examination committee members to conduct the written review.

III. If the thesis is co-advised by two full-time faculty members of the University, one shall serve as the convener, responsible for coordinating recommendations and the review process, while the other shall serve as one of the reviewers.

IV. Upon completing the review, the reviewers shall fill out the Review Comments Form (Form B) and submit it to the advisor (or to the convener in cases of co-advising). The advisor shall guide the student to revise the thesis proposal according to the reviewers’ comments. The revised proposal, along with a Revision Report (Form C), shall then be evaluated using the Evaluation Form (Form A).
V. During the thesis proposal review stage, no review or transportation fees will be provided to internal or external reviewers. Advisors should take this into consideration when recommending reviewers.
