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Article 1. Purpose 
To encourage students of the master’s Program in Trade Practices, Law, and Negotiation to actively participate in individual or group competitions and obtain professional certifications related to the program, thereby demonstrating learning achievements and bringing honor to the program,these subsidy and award guidelines are established.
Article 2. Eligibility
1.Student Competitions:
Applications shall be submitted by individuals or groups from this program who participate in or organize competitions. The competitions must be national or international (including preliminary rounds).
2.Professional or Language Certifications:
Applicants must be current students of the program. Certifications that have already received other subsidies or rewards from the university are not eligible for this award.
(1) Student Competitions
1.Subsidy Standard: Applicants must submit a completed Subsidy Application Form and Budget Form at least one month before the competition date to the program office for review and budget allocation. After the event, applicants must submit a report or reflection and relevant receipts within two weeks for reimbursement. The reimbursement process must comply with the university’s accounting regulations.
2.Award Standard: Participants or teams who achieve top three places in competitions will receive monetary rewards. The specific award amounts will be determined by the program meeting based on available funding.
(2) Professional Certifications
Certification subsidies will be granted on a case-by-case basis. The recognition of eligible professional certifications and the subsidy amount will be determined by the program meeting. However, the maximum subsidy for each certification shall not exceed the registration fee for that certification exam.
(3) Language Proficiency Certifications
1. Eligibility and Award Standard:
Students who meet the criteria listed in the relevant table and obtain the required test scores in any of the language proficiency exams specified in Article 3 during their study in the same academic program may apply for this award. Each eligible student may receive the award only once during their study period. The standard award amount is NT$2,000, which may be adjusted depending on available funding.

2. Application Documents:
(1) Applicants must prepare the original and one copy of their test score certificate (the original will be returned after verification, and the copy will be kept on file), along with a completed application form and bank account information form.
(2) If the applicant’s name on the test score certificate is written in English, they must also provide a photocopy of an official document (such as a passport) to verify their English name.
Article 4. Obligations for Award or Subsidy Recipients
Students or student groups who receive subsidies or awards are required to support and cooperate with departmental activities as needed.
Article 5. Source of Funding
The funding for these subsidies and awards comes from the Higher Education Sprout Project allocated to the department. If the funding becomes unavailable, the implementation of these guidelines shall be temporarily suspended.

Article 6. Implementation

These guidelines shall take effect after being approved by the Program Meeting and submitted to the School of International Marketing for ratification. The same procedure shall apply to any amendments.
